
What do I need to do?  
Have your students create their own Dream Flags. 
Display them in your school or a public space. A 
Dream Flag is an original dream poem on fabric, 
attached to a line.  You may also partner with  
another Dream Flag school. North American 
schools complete their flags by April. Learn more 
and  Join at www.dreamflags.org.  
 
What does it cost?  
There is no cost to joining the project.  
Materials can be old cloth, rope, and pens. It takes 
from sixty minutes to six weeks, depending on 
what you choose to do. 
 
How will I know what to do?  
We will walk you through it. The project is  
created by teachers for teachers. With periodic 
emails and resources always available at our web 
site, we share ideas, lesson plans, and examples 
between teachers everywhere. 
 
How can it fit into my curriculum?  
The Dream Flag Project will support any unit on 
reading poetry, studying prominent poets, or writ-
ing poetry in English. Focused reading and writing 
activities are designed for a very wide range of 
abilities and grades. Participant schools have  
successfully aligned Dream Flag activities to local 
standards and requirements. 
 
Whatôs different about this? 
Because they are participating in a project with 
thousands of students and can share their  
poems, students in The Dream Flag Project  
become a community of creative poets and  
dreamers. They learn from experience that words 
connect and change us and that  creative hope 
is contagious!
